o Provided positive feedback from involvement working on the Regional
Transportation Plan, developed with a 20-25 year horizon

- Peter Burns, member of the public:
o Asked if the model outputs will show or express the level of uncertainty of a
given output or timeframe
o The quality of an assumption informs the level of uncertainty of the result
based on the assumption

- Marco Bell, member of the public
o The model handles demand requirements from a physically based
perspective and land use such as crop types

- Gus Tolley, with Geo-Logic Associates and resident of Division 2:
o Spoke about the Sustainable Groundwater Management Act (SGMA) with
a similar framework put in place by the State of California, which has a 40-
year horizon, 5-year required updates, and annual report updates

- Peter VanZant, member of the public:

o Inquired if 5- year updates will require consultants
o Asked why Ag Water Management Plan is not used
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- Otis Wollan, member of the public, commented on the following:
o Proactive drought policy, conservation, and criteria to identify commercial
agriculture
o Land management following the River Fire
o Brief submitted to the administrative hearing officer at the State Board

- Traci Sheehan, Foothills Water Network:
o Provided positive feedback on bookends and bringing this discussion
forward at this point in the planning process

- Amanda Hixson, Sierra Harvest Farm Institute Director:

o Asked why the Ag Water Management plan is not used and it was because
it is not updated frequently
