POLICY MANUAL

POLICY TITLE: Sustainability
POLICY NUMBER: 3250

The purpose of this Policy is to outline the District's objective to be socially, environmentally, and economically
sustainable through implementation in a fiscally responsible manner of actions, practices, and projects intended to
reduce greenhouse gas emissions.

3250.1 Scope. This Policy shall encompass all District business lines. Where possible, this policy will factor into
the District’'s procurement of goods and services.

3250.2 Staff shall identify appropriate metrics to measure and demonstrate sustainability and report on the
practices used to enhance sustainability to the Administrative Practices Committee at least once annually.
